DROP FOR NON-PAYMENT POLICY

Enrolliment fees must be paid IN FULL within 3 calendar days of
registration or all of your classes will be dropped and released to
other students. There will be no drops for nonpayment processed
once the semester begins. Therefore, any class registered on or
after the Wednesday before the start of semester will not be
dropped for nonpayment and continues to be the student’s
responisibility to drop if not attending.
