A computer 
lab for adults and computer learning center for students provide internet access and computer pro-
grams. We have a bookmobile service that brings books to Santa Ana neighborhoods.  We have a ser-
vice to shut-in and homebound patrons of Santa Ana that is purely volunteer run that delivers books to 
these patrons.  We also have a local history room that houses materials like photographs, ephemera, 
books and documents that are historical in nature.
