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Methodology

In an effort to understand the number of "unproductive units" taken by
students at Santa Ana College, the Santa Ana College Research Office has
examined the course taking behavior of students who obtained an AS or
AST in Business Administration in the 2015-2016 academic year.

We have defined “unproductive units” as an coursework that does not
fulfill a major or general education requirement.

105 Students were examined in the analysis
