*DAY 1 -~ COASTAL TRAIN RIDE+

This morning we set out from our departure
points for the tranquility of the Apple Farm
Inn and California’s Central Coast. We'll travel
by motorcoach to Oxnard to board Amtrak’s
Coast Starlight.

wineries. Experience an included gourmet lunch
aboard the lavish Napa Valley Wine Train as it
travels through the heart of the Napa Valley. The
Wine Train wouldn’t be right without some wine
tasting and we'll enjoy some tasting at the train
depot before departure. This afternoon we'll take
a docent-guided tour of the Culinary Institure
of America at Greystone and enjoy time at
leisure in the quaint town of St. Helena. This
afternoon we'll visit an olive oil farm and learn
about the olive oil-making process and taste the
different oils. Our final stop of the day will be
in the historic town of Sonoma . Enjoy dinner
on your own this evening at one of the restaurants
surrounding the historic town plaza — a remnant

of the town’s Spanish colonial past. (Breakfast,
Napa Valley Wine Train Lunch)

*DAY 4 - SONOMA VALLEY*

After deparing the hotel this morning, our first
stop will be in Santa Rosa at the Charles Schulz-
owned and built Redwood Empire Ice Arena
with an included lunch at its unique coffee shop,
“The Warm Puppy”. Then we'll walk across the
street to visit the Charles Schulz Museum. Since
it opened in 2002 its mission has been to preserve,
display, and interpret the art of this legendary
cartoonist. Although born in Minnesota, Schulz
called this area his home for over 40 years. See
a replica of his studio, his original comic strips,
photographs, artifacts, memorabilia, and licensed
Peanuts products from around the world. Later,
we'll travel through the Russian River Valley
to the Armstrong Redwood Grove, a preserve
of stately and magnificent coast redwoods. The
serene majestic beautiful grove is a living reminder
of the magnificent primeval redwood forest that
covered much of this area before logging opera-
tions began during the 19*- century. These trees
stand together as a testament to the wonders of
the natural world. The best way to experience
the dramatic effect of the towering Redwoods
is to take a short easy stroll along the level trail.
Our next stop will be the Korbel Champagne
Cellars which was established in 1882 and has
been the exclusive champagne of five presidential
inaugurations. Enjoy a tour and tasting here.
We return to the hotel this evening. (Breakfast)

*DAY 5 ~ PASO ROBLES, PISMO BEACH ¢
Following an included breakfast at the hotel we
travel south arriving in the Paso Robles region
this afternoon. The fertile hills and valleys cooled

by ocean breezes combine to make California’s
Central Coast a prime grape-growing region.
There are more than 25 different varieties of
grapes and more than 100 wineries in the Paso
Robles wine region — the fastest growing wine
region in California. Today, we'll visit perhaps
the most spectacular! Sometimes you have to
dig deep to get to the bottom of things...and
at Eberle Winery, you'll have to go 35 feet
underground to do it. Enjoy an included lunch,
tasting and tour of Eberle’s caves — 16,000 square
feet located below the winery where every bottle
of wine made here is aged. We continue the short
distance to Pismo Beach. Known as the “Clam
Capital of the World,” Pismo Beach preserves
the spirit of early California with its 23 miles
of unspoiled sandy beaches including Pismo’s
dramatic rugged coastlines and the 1,200 foot
Pismo Beach pier. We'll enjoy an overnight stay
at a charming beachfront hotel with fireplaces
in every room. This evening enjoy an included
and memorable farewell dinner with your fellow
travelers at the eclectic Madonna Inn. The
timeless elegance and whimsical décor of this
California landmark has intrigued visitors for
more than 50 years. (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner)
